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Stan Merrell demonstration, March 14, 2026 
 USING RESINS IN WOOD TURNING 

Stan began the demonstration by showing all the different ways he uses resin. He displayed bowls 
of all shapes with resin in the voids of the bowls. He made bowls just using resins and other 
materials put into the resins. Some of the materials he added to resin bowls were deer antlers, 
shells, marbles, and wood chips. Resins give a turner an opportunity to show creativity and 
uniqueness in their turnings.

He is using resins that are two parts resins which are added together in equal proportions. He 
mixes each part by weight by using a scale as the equal amount of each part is very important to 
get a good cure. He mixes the resin using drill for at least two minutes. He can add pearlized 
additive to color the bowl. Stan is using plastic bowls to form the bowl shape; one for the outside of 
the bowl and the other one for the inside of the bowl. He uses “apel silicone mold release” to make 
it easier to get the bowl out of the form. Stan poured the resin mixture into the forms slowly to avoid 
getting air bubbles in the resin. Additional layers can be added to fill the form. He then places the 
mold in a pressure pot for 24 hours at 60 psi.

After the bowl resin is cured the bowl can be removed from the mold and finished turned as you 
would any bowl on the lathe with conventional turning tools. He demonstrated this with a resin bottle 
stopper placed on the lathe using a chuck. Using carbide tools seem to get a better cut or a 
smoother surface but steel gouges can be used but they will dull quickly. Using higher speeds is 
better than turning slowly. He began sanding with a courser grit and ended sanding at a 12,000 grit. 
The surface was highly polished after sanding without any sanding marks. 

He explained that a turner who wanted to begin doing resin casting would need a pressure pot, a 
gram scale, two-part resin material, and various forms and mixing containers. This equipment would 
cost about $1200. Stan demonstrated the many ways that resins can be used in turning. If a turner 
is interested in resin molding, Stan gave them enough information to help them decide if they 
wanted to pursue using resins in turning. His demonstration was very informative and helpful to 
understand how resins can be used in turning.

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Training News 

Woodturning Classes 
General Information: You will receive an information packet by email approximately 1 month 
before the class. It contains a list of required accessories, location and safety information. A 
reminder will arrive about 1 week before the class. The fee is collected on the day of the class. 
There is no penalty for cancellation, but please let us know ASAP if you have to cancel.  

Basic Woodturning: If you have not taken Basic Woodturning you will find it useful if you’re 
new to turning, been away from the lathe for awhile or would just like a refresher. Enhance 
your spindle turning skills. It is a fun day and a confidence builder. In addition, it is the 
prerequisite for the other courses. DWMT provides the tools and wood. Homework is assigned 
between classes so you will need access to a lathe. Basic Woodturning is two consecutive 
Mondays, 8:30 to 5. Cost: $40.  

Basic Bowl Turning: This class touches on basics of wood harvesting, differences from 
spindle turning, and introduces the bowl gouge. You will practice on a Poplar blank before 
turning your Hard Maple bowl. The class is one full day. DMWT provides the tools and blanks, 
you provide the accessories and face shield. This is a one day class. Cost: $20. 

Basic Segmenting: This class will cover the basics of making segmented projects, from 
calculating segment angles and sizes, ring diameters needed, segment wood prep, gluing and 
clamping, to accurate cutting fixtures. You’ll glue together furnished pre-cut segments and 
clamp them. Turning will be demonstrated but students won’t be using the lathe in the class. 
Pre-cut segments for glue-up practice will be furnished. Bring paper and pencil to take notes. 
This is a one day class. Cost: $20. 

Basic Skew Chisel: This class will introduce students to the proper techniques and use of the 
tool as well as sharpening. Students will furnish their own skew chisel(s) (3/4 inch and up 
preferred). We will use the same accessories as in the Basic Woodturning Class. This is a one 
day class. Cost: $20. 

Basic Sharpening: The sharpening class will use lathe mounted sandpaper sharpening wheels 
and wooden dowels to teach the techniques of sharpening. This class is primarily for gouges 
but will also touch on a variety of other common traditional turning tools such as parting tools, 
skew, bedan and scrapers.  In addition, sharpening hollowing tools, thread chasers, hook tools 
and common flat carbide cutters will be discussed. After practice, students will have the 
opportunity to sharpen their own tools using the Oneway Wolverine Sharpening system and 
CBN wheels. This is a one day class. Cost: $20.

DMWT Woodturning Scholarship 
The Des Moines Woodturners offer a scholarship program for the benefit of chapter members. 
Woodturning can be an expensive endeavor.  The cost of equipment such as a lathe, bandsaw, 
chainsaw, sharpening system, buffing system and the myriad of items like drive centers, scroll 
chucks, live centers, adapters, jaws, and faceplates can mount rapidly.  In addition is the cost 
of turning tools, embellishing tools, specialty tools and a host of accessories, supplies and 
finishing products, not to mention the cost of wood if you don’t have the capacity to harvest 
your own.
